n 44BCE he was named Dictator of 
Rome, then assassinated one month later 
by the senators of Rome on the ‘Ides’ of 

March – He was only 55 years old

When he was younger, he was 
once captured by pirates

He invaded Britain 
twice! He led the first 
expedition in 55 BCE 
and again a year later 

in 54 BCE

He changed the calendar from ten to twelve 
months and made a year 365 days with an 
extra day every fourth year – We still use 

parts of the Julian calendar today

He was very good at making 
speeches – He could make 

people laugh and cheer, and 
persuade them that his ideas 

were best

He passed laws that made life 
better for ordinary people, such 

as keeping the streets clean

He was very popular because of 
his great military victories – He 

actually beat the rebellious 
Gauls in France!

BCE and BC mean the same thing! BCE stands for Before Common Era and BC stands for Before Christ
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Asterix and Obelix may be able to fight the Romans with 
ease, thanks to Getafix’s magic potion, but did you know that 
in real life these soldiers were Rome’s elite fighting force?

To be a legionary you had to be:

old

• Build roads and forts

into an enemy 
stronghold

• March 30km a day 
carrying all their kit 

and armour

A unit of 80 legionaries is 
called a century– Each century 
would train and fight together 

and was led by a centurion

A cohort is made up of 
six centuries containing 

nearly 500 men

There were about 
30 legions in the 

Roman Army: 
nearly 150,000 

men in total

The largest group in the 
army is made up of ten 
cohorts and is called  
a legion, containing 
5,000 soldiers!

Legionaries would sometimes fight in ‘testudo’ or 
tortoise formation – The testudo was so strong a 

chariot could be driven over the top of it!
